Committee Chair Nadine Smith said, “The U.S. Commission on Civil Rights was created to ensure
that no American is denied their rights based on who they are or where they live. As Florida faces
increasingly frequent and intense hurricanes and other disasters, we must be vigilant to ensure that
these emergencies don’t become barriers to the ballot box. Our democracy is strongest when every
voter can make their voice heard, no matter the storm.”

The Committee will provide the Commission with their findings and recommendations on these
topics at the conclusion of the study.
